Notes From the Meeting 
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Friedreich Ataxia 

A presentation by  
Ross Rice &  

Ian  Lawrence 
(Rotary Club of Brighton North) 

 
 
Today members were enlightened on the topic 
of Friedreich Ataxia. A most interesting pres-
entation by Ross Rice and Ian Lawrence from 
the Rotary Club of Brighton North. 
  
Freidreich Ataxia (also known as Friedreich's 
Ataxia) is an inherited condition effecting one 
in thirty-thousand Australians. Nicholaus Friedreich, 
a German physician, described the condition in the 
1860's. Ataxia comes from the Greek, a (meaning 
without) and taxis (meaning order). 
  
Friedreich Ataxia is an autosomal (‘concerning 
any chromosome except a sex chromosome’) 
recessive condition. Most usually, the sufferer 
has both parents who are unaffected and un-
knowingly carrying the defect on their ninth 
chromosomes. The sufferer inherits the defec-
tive gene from both of their parents, at a one 
in four chance. Other offspring of the parents 
are most likely unaffected, one in four of the offspring 
do not carry the affected gene and two in four are 
carriers, like their parents.  

  
Sufferers are diagnosed often between their fifth 
and thirtieth birthdays. Initially it is just noticed 
as some incoordination. As the parents of Emma 
stated on the video shown at the meeting, it takes a 
long time to actually decide there is a problem. 
(“Those in-laws were always a non-sporting, 
clumsy lot.”)   
  

The disease runs an unpredictable, but pro-
gressive course. Most notably, the ability to 
walk and speech become affected. There are 
also effects on the heart. 
  
Presently there is no cure. However there are 
many methods of treatment. As shown in the 
video, multi-disciplinary care assists sufferers 

and their families.  
  
As often, Rotary has been able to help, firstly by 
public awareness of Friedreich Ataxia. Rotary also 

intends to raise money to help fund a re-
search fellow at the Murdoch Children's Re-
search Institute. Rotary also assists sufferers 
and families to manage the disease. 
  
Any contribution, via Australian Rotary 
Health, will be appreciated.

Doing the Jobs Better: Clearing Up 
 All items are stored back in our three cupboards in the rear storage room. The lights can be turned on at the 
switch half way into the storage room on the left hand side behind the stacked chairs. If you are unable to locate 
the light switch please seek the assistance of the venue staff. The cupboards should be locked when finished 
packing everything away. Keys to open these are held by Norman Hall, Charles Morrison and Venue staff. 
  
The order of tasks is not important.  

Stuff Stored Near The  Cupboards (But not in them, due to space constraints) 
• The meeting sandwich board from the front entrance and put it near the cupboards.  
• The Gold Rotary International Sign [with blue stand]. 
• The screen 
• The stand for the second d9800 banner 
 
Stuff for the Right Hand Cupboard 
• The black badge bag from the entry desk. (It should have already been packed up by the person rostered 

on as Badge person and welcomer.)  
• The Front Desk case should have been packed up by those working the registration desk. Please ensure 

that it is packed away.  
• The Sergeants Bell, raffle bag and sash.  
•  If the projector equipment was used then it should be stored in the draws of the right hand cupboard, the 

screen is stored outside of the cupboards.   
 
Stuff for the Middle Cupboard 
• The small yearly International Banner that is hung on the front lectern can be placed in either the Right 

hand or middle cupboards.  
• The Past Presidents wooden sign needs to be stored in the middle cupboard and covered by the gray blan-

ket to protect it.  
 
Stuff for the Left Hand Cupboard 
• All flag banners and the Australian flag. (Several of these can be rolled up in one roll.) 
• The Blue Roller District 9800 Banners. (Its pole breaks down into 3 sections which store in the rear of the 

casing.)  
• The second cloth District 9800 banner. 
 
Any other item that is found should also be stored away.
