my honours in Psychophysiology.
I am currently conducting a study looking at the effects of ageing on cognition and memory

"As the age of Australia’s population increases so does the prevalence of age associated cognitive disor-
ders such as Mild Cognitive Impairment (MCI) and Alzheimer’s Disease (AD). To better understand these
impairments and how they develop, a greater knowledge of normal or typical cognitive decline in healthy
people needs to be further established and defined."
